W
e m

ust never be asham
ed 

of being a Christian.  It is an honor to w
ear the nam

e.
          A

ccording to the N
ew

 Testam
ent, not everyone w

ho is referred to as a Christian is a Christian.  
O

ne is not a Christian because he believes Jesus Christ is the Son of G
od because the Bible 

says, "Even the devils believe and trem
ble" (Jam

es 2:19).  The nam
e Christian is used loosely today 

w
hich brings sham

e and reproach on the Lord and H
is nam

e.  Even though m
any m

ay "claim
" to 

be Christians, they are not because they do not accept the Lord’s authority.  They w
ant to do things 

their w
ay and not the Lord’s.  By this they, "blasphem

e that noble nam
e by w

hich you are called" 
(Jam

es 2:7).  The m
any differing denom

inations do not exist by the authority of the Lord, and 
their existence is contrary to the doctrine of Christ by w

earing their different religious nam
es (1 

Corinthians 1:10-13).
